1.  Redundancy: This is the repetition of a word or using a word that means the same thing.  This takes away from writing when it is not done to emphasize a point and should be avoided.
2. Adverbs: These modify or make verbs stronger.  They need to be place close to the word they are intensifying.  These often end in ly.

3. Appositives: These are words or word phrases that rename or give more explanation of a word in a sentence.  These are set off by commas and add to a reader’s understanding when used.

4. Chronological order: This is the order that is used to show a progression of events from the earliest time to the latest time.

5. Tense: This is when a verb occurs, whether present, past, future, participle, perfect, or progressive.

6. Comparison: This technique is used to show how objects or progressions are alike within a story in order to emphasize their importance in relation to each other.

7. Present: This is the tense that represents now.

8. Past: This is the tense that represents yesterday and often ends in ed.

9. Future: This is the tense that represents tomorrow and is preceded by will or shall.

10. Participle: This is the tense that is preceded by has, have, or had.

11. Progressive: This is the tense in which verbs end in ing because they are progressing.

12. Topic sentence: This is the sentence that tells the readers the main point of a paragraph.

13. Transition words: These are words that help the reader move from one paragraph to another smoothly.

14. Irrelevant:  Unnecessary information that should be left out.
15. Omitted: left out

16. Sequence: The correct order which sentences or paragraphs should occur.
17. There: Means a place.

18. They’re: Means they are.

19. Their: Means possession.
