1. Fiction: This is a story that is not true.

2. Fable: These are stories that are short in nature.  These stories use animals as characters and teach a lesson.

3. Moral: This is the lesson to be learned in a fable.  It is set off to itself at the end.  It has quotation marks around it, it is centered, and it is done in italics.

4. Aesop: He was a famous slave who received his freedom because the king loved listening to his fables that he told. The king allowed him to go free with the agreement that he would share his stories with other people.

5. Personification: This is when the author gives objects or animals human characteristics to portray the feelings of a person or that a person may have.  Example is when the animals talk or experience human thoughts in the fables.
6. Parallel: This is when people experience the same feelings or thoughts as the characters used in a story.  Example: When we can’t have something that we want, we often claim that we didn’t want it anyway.
7. Template: This is the appropriate setup and form for a particular piece of writing in order to entice the audience or give visual clues as to what type of writing you are doing.
8. Tradition: This is the process of passing down ideas, stories, or tendencies from one generation to the next.
9. Cultural diffusion: This is when an idea or process spreads from one area to the next and becomes part of that culture also.  Example: The fables spread from town to town as they were told from person to person.
10. Foreshadow: when the author gives the reader a hint of the future. Example: The fox was frustrated when he could not get the grapes, so you knew he would eventually give up and claim he didn’t want them anyway.
