1. Series: This is when three or more things are listed, and commas are used between each item.

2. Participle: These are verbals.  They are verbs that are used as adjectives and are better when used at the beginning of a sentence.

3. Introductory phrases: These are short phrases at the beginning of a sentence and are followed by a comma.

4. Dramatic Effect: This is when an author is trying to use a confrontational tone, and it must end in an exclamation point (!).

5. Adverbs: These are one of the eight parts of speech, and they often end in ly.  These modify or make verbs, adjectives, and other adverbs stronger.

6. Adjectives: These are one of the eight parts of speech, and they describe nouns or pronouns.

7. Summarize: This means to end by giving the main points from a passage.

8. While: This is a coordinating conjunction or in some case an adverb that shows time.

9. Indirect quote: This is not someone’s exact words that were said so it does not require quotation marks.  Ex. She said that she hope to win.

10. Past tense: This is representative of yesterday or a prior time.
11. Their: This is a possessive pronoun that represents people.

12. Its: This is a possessive pronoun that represents objects.

13. Appositives: These are phrases that are set off by commas and better explain a noun in that sentence.  Ex. George, our new mailman, is very kind.

14. Direct Quote: this is someone’s exact words; we must put quotation marks around it.

15. Emphasis: Certain puts that an author wants to draw the audience to.
