1. Noun: This is one of the parts of speech that is a person, place, thing, or idea.

2. Verb: This is also known as a predicate.  It shows action or a state of being.

3. Pronoun: This is one of the eight parts of speech, and it takes the place of a noun.

4. Personal Pronouns: These are the most commonly used pronouns. I, me, my, mine, you, your, yours, we, us, our, ours, he, him, his, her, she, hers, it, and its.

5. Number: This is just another way of saying whether something is singular or plural.

6. Gender: This just means it is feminine, masculine, or neutral.

7. Case: This is how a pronoun is used in a sentence.

8. Nominative: This is when a pronoun is used as the subject of a sentence.  They are: I, he, she, it, we, you, they.

9. Objective: This is when the pronoun receives the action of the verb.  They are: me, her, it, us, you, and them.

10. Possessive: This is when a pronoun shows ownership.  They are: my, mine, her, hers, his, its, our, ours, your, yours, their, and theirs.

11. Reflexive: This type of pronoun ends in the word self.  Example: myself.

12. Adjective: This is one of the eight parts of speech.  This modifies or describes nouns or pronouns.

13. Adverbs: This is one of the eight parts of speech.  This modifies or intensifies verbs, adjectives, and other adverbs to make them stronger.

14. Interjection: This is one of the eight parts of speech that shows surprise.  Example: Ouch!  You hurt me.

15. Conjunction: This is one of the eight parts of speech.  These join words, clauses, and phrases.
