Four Types of Sentences

1. Declarative- Makes a statement or just a plain sentence of fact.
a. Ends with a period

b. Ex. Mrs. Evans is wonderful.

2. Interrogative- Asks a question.

a. Ends with a question mark. (?)

b. Will you help me?

3. Exclamatory- Shows excitement or anger.

a. Ends with an exclamation mark. (!)

b. Wow, we won the game!

4. Imperative- Makes a command or request.

a. May use the word please.

b. Ends with period or exclamation mark depending on force.

c. Please hush. Or finally Shut up!!!!
