5. If you are going to list a reason, and you use the word which, there needs to be a colon before you list.

6. Don’t use ing participles if it makes the sentence odd to read; instead simply delete the participle.

7. If something sounds good the way it is, there is no reason to change it.

8. If you are using two comparative est adjectives and they are complete opposites, you must put a comma between them.

9. Do not use unnecessary irrelevant information.

10. If something sounds correct, don’t change it.
