1. Your use of commas should not hinder the clear meaning or rhythm of a sentence.

2. However is a smooth transition word to use near the end of a paragraph.

3. Do not destroy the true meaning of your verb by the usage of but or yet.

4. Make sure that the subject of each sentence is clear to the reader.

5. Sentence placement in paragraphs needs to be done in the most logical manner.

Ex. You cannot succeed at something before you even try it.

6. Use the conjunction but to show a cause and effect between clauses.

7. Your concluding sentence in a paragraph needs to sum up the other sentences or tell the result.

8. The best choice when dealing with several prepositional phrases in a paragraph is to go with parallel structure. Ex. Of the students, of the teachers, of the parents…

9. Who, whom, and whose are the relative pronouns to use with people.

10. You must use commas to set off nonessential clauses.

11. You must use the same verb tense.

12. You focus must be narrow and specific within paragraphs.
