Grammar Notes to Coincide with ACT #5
1. When listing, you must use a colon, and it’s better to use a precise short introduction.

2. Parallel structure must remain even when using semi colons. Ex. I went to the store; I watered the plant; and I can now rest.

3. When talking about variety, an author uses groups.

4. Often the shorter more precise answer is correct.

5. When giving support, an author often gives the good and bad points joining them with the conjunction but.

6. Do not use commas where they are not needed.

7. Don’t use past tense or would, could, should when you have been in present tense.

8. Fragments can often be added on to the end of sentences without a comma.

9. Remember you must have a clear subject.

10. Don’t use words like similarly, however, or furthermore at the beginning of the paragraph unless it is just needed.

11. Remember that nonessential clauses or appositives are set off by commas.  Ex.  The other students, a group of brainiacs, did well on their tests.
