7. _____________________________: to compare two unlike things using like or as. Example: She eats like a bird.

8. ______________________________: when the author recalls the past so the reader can better understand the story. Example: Looking back, Sue began to remember all of the warning signs. 

9. _______________________________________: to make words out of sounds. Example: BUZZ

10.___________________________________: this is when something happens that the audience does not expect. Example: Although the sun was out, the sky began to pour rain.
