1. Article: This is a real world form of writing that is done in column format.  It is set up in columns and can be found in newspapers or magazines.

2. Cause and Effect: two events are related as cause and effect when one event brings about or causes the other.  The event that happens first is the cause; the one that follows is the effect.

14. Annotation: Notes one makes in the margin that helps a reader better understand elements found within a particular piece of writing.
