1. Reflection: This is a time the author lets the reader know his or her thoughts in summation.

2. Antecedent: This is the word or words that the pronoun replaces or refers to.  It must agree with the pronoun in number and gender.

3. Number: This means if something is singular or plural.

4. Gender: This means if a pronoun is masculine, feminine, or neutral.

5. Masculine: Male.

6. Feminine: Female.

7. Neutral: Object.

8. Who’s: This means who is.

9. Whose: This shows possession.

10. Simile: This is when a writer makes a comparison of two unlike things using the words like or as.

11. Metaphor: This is when a writer makes a comparison of two unlike things, not using like or as.

12. Subject: This is the who or what the sentence is about.

13. Cause and effect: This is when the author lets the reader know what the beginning problem was and what result occurred afterward.

14. Parallel structure: This is when a sentence matches in its elements.  If we use the in front of one noun in a series, we must use the before each of the nouns in the series.

15. Nonessential phrases: These are phrases that are not necessary to a passage, but may give description.

16. Logical order: This is the order that makes the most sense to the reader.

17. Conjunction: This is one of the eight parts of speech, and it joins words, phrases, and clauses.

18. Prepositional phrases: These are phrases that show a relationship to other words in the sentence.

19. Rhythm: This is the flow of a sentence.

20. Hinder: To prevent or hold back the meaning of a sentence.
