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1. Short Story: is a work of fiction that can be read in one sitting and follows the steps of plot.

2. Fiction: This is a piece of writing that is not true.

3. Setting: Where and when the story takes place.

4. Plot: The chain of related events that take place in a story.

This is built around conflict, which is a struggle between opposing forces.

5. Internal Conflict: This is the problem a character faces within his or her own mind…Example: A character may feel as if he or she is ugly and everyone hates him or her.
6. External Conflict: This is the problem a character faces with someone or something else in the story.  Example: A bully may be mistreating the character.

7. Rising Action: Also known as introduction; this is where the audience gets to know the characters and gets to know the setting of the story.  We are also introduces to the complications to build suspense.
8. Climax: This is the turning point of the story and where
suspense reaches its peak

9. Falling Action: This is where the conflict starts to wind down.

10. Resolution: Also known as conclusion; this is where the problem or conflict is resolved or solved. This is where the author usually ties up loose ends
